As a part of the Budget exercise, items used in the petroleum operations which are
eligible for exemption under entry at S. No. 404 of notification No. 50/2017 dated 30*" June
2017 as amended by notification No. 02/2022 dated 2" February 2022, have been
rationalized and conditions for availing exemption under entry at S. No. 404 as well as
the procedure for disposal of goods imported under the exemption have been simplified.

Accordingly, the requirement of certification by DGH is done away with.
