Effect of notification - The requirement for a Certificate of Inspection from EIC/ElAs for Rice (Basmati and
Non-Basmati) exports is limited to EU member states, the UK, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, and
Switzerland. Exports to other European countries are exempt from this requirement for six months from the
date of this notification.
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
